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What’s Next for PBGR (Participatory Budgeting Grand Rapids)?

If you submitted a project or voted for a project during PBGR, you may be
wondering what’s next? Well, the votes are tallied and the results are IN! Next
steps: Work will continue on the scoping and development of the projects that
have been awarded funding. The City hopes to execute agreements with vari-
ous vendors in mid-2023 or in the FY24 budget to make these community ideas
a reality. Here’s what won in the First Ward:
